People realize
this is a tax-deductible contribution; not an exchange
for entertainment. In order to keep ticket prices at
a reasonable, affordable level, we must seek alternative
sources of income and this type of event is gquite
popular in Little Rock. It is also an opportunity for
publicity and building relationships with the audience.
Concert-goers will welcome the opportunity to personally
meet the singers and the director. After all, you are
a performing artist and celebrity.

An analysis of publicity of other performing arts
groups in Little Rock revealed that the social
activities of the groups received much more coverage than
the actual performances.

Hodges said the fact that several
Arkansas churches recently had
acquired new organs, and that oth-
ers were planning to do so, could
‘spark some interest’’ in church
organist careers among young peo-
ple.

Dr. McAfee said churches had a
responsibility to educate their
members regarding the situation.
“People don’t realize [the time re-

quired to become a professional

church music leader and organist].
It takes a lot of talent and hours
and hours of practice. It’s hard
work.”

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Proud To Be
Professionals

The Arkansas Chamber Singers and their
. musical director, Dr. Rosella Duerksen, have
arelatively simple goal. They want to build an
established ensemble of professional singers
who, in addition to staging three major con-
certs in Little Rock each season and perform-
ing around the state in smaller touring groups,
will also provide a nucleus of choral pros who
c¢an be hired for public and private events of all
sizes and descriptions.

Now in their ninth season, the Chamber
Singers face one substantial barrier in pursuit
of this goal — a public attitude that vocal
performers, unlike their instrumental counter-
parts, are church-choir and glee-Club types
who should be willing to work for free.

“For some reason, choral performers are
always expected to work for nothing,”
Duerksen said in an interview prior to the 1988
season.

“But what we would really like is to work
toward the establishment of a very profes-
sional ensemble. It’s harder to develop such
an ensemble in the choral field than it is in the
mstrumental field, because of these expecta-
tions that your services should be free.”

Despite these attitudes, the Chamber Sing-
ers are making progress. The group received a
development grant from the Arkansas Sym-
phony Orchestra last season, and hired Sheila
Galbraith as its first full-time, salaried devel-
opment director. Now Duerksen is looking
forward to the possibility of a European tour,

along with more visits to other parts of Arkan-

sas and regional events. “We need to expand
our concertizing, because that's a way to get
more experience and build professionalism,”
she explained.
For the current season, the Chamber Sing-
ers’ concert schedule is nothing if not diverse.
.A Christmas concert December 6 included
such works as “A Day For Dancing,” a series
of nine medieval carols arranged by contem-
porary American composer Lloyd Pfautsch.
Also included were French composer Jean
Langlais’ “Messe Solennelle” and Brahms’
“Schafe in mir Gott ein rein Herz.”
~ OnJanuary 19, the group will appear with
the Arkansas Symphony Orchestra for a per-
formance of Gustaf Holst’s “The Planets.”

Then, on March 13 at St. Mark’s Episcopal
Church, the Chamber Singers will perform the
Felix Mendelssohn oratorio “Elijah,” an in-
tensely dramatic work based on the life of the
man Mendelssohn called a “grand, mighty
prophet, such as we might again require in our
own day.” The guest soloist, singing the role
of Elijah, will be David Hamilton, a highly
acclaimed young performer with the Metro-
politan Opera and the New York City Opera.
A chamber orchestra of members of the Ar-
kansas Symphony will accompany.

In April, the singers will perform “Trial By
Jury,” a one-act operetta by Gilbert and Sulli-
van, and “The Seasonings,” a short oratorio by
P.D.Q. Bach.

As that lineup attests, the Chamber Singers
put quite a premium on variety. It’s a some-
what risky strategy, making the group hard for
its patrons to pin down. But Gene Baxter, a
tenor who also handles the Chamber Singers’
public relations duties, thinks it’s the proper
approach.

“There’s really no one E:ISE: in Arkansas
doing the types of things we are,” Baxter said,
“so we feel it’s right to work in as broad a

spectrum as possible, in order to give every-
one a chance to hear and appreciate many
forms of music that are both enjoyable and
important.

“We have 44 members, many of whom

have advanced degrees, including many who

have doctoral degrees. These are people who
are knowledgeable and who appreciate good
music of all descriptions. Just because we all
agree Mendelssohn is important, that doesn’t
mean that Scott Joplin isn’t important, too.”
Baxter likes to compare his full-time work
as the Excelsior Hotel’s chief accountant with

his interest in music. He thinks the challenges .

are similar, since both luxury hotels and qual-
ity music can improve the image of a rural
state like Arkansas, and bring in more tourism
and convention business.

“The people of Arkansas are wonderful
people, and they want better things and an
improved quality of life,” said Baxter, who
has also lived in Florida and Texas. “Three
years ago, the Chamber Singers did a tour, and
went to a lot of the smaller cities around the
state. We went to places like Fairfield Bay, El
Dorado, Cherokee Village and Mountain

crowd in every place except Russellville.
When I saw that, I couldn’t help but be encour-
aged. You shouldn’t sell people short in terms
of what they’re willing to pay for.”

Baxter hopes this willingness will mani-
fest itself in the form of more paid requests for
small ensemble groups to perform at private
gatherings. He said no one looks at the finan-
cial compensation in terms of personal gain,
but rather to build up the group and underwrite
staff and equipment, as well as more tours and
activities for development.

Many people confuse the Chamber Sing-
ers with the Arkansas Choral Society, which1s
known for its annual holiday production of
Handel’s “Messiah.” Baxter said he also sings
with the Choral Society, and has great respect
for its work, but emphasized that it is an
amateur group that is open to everyone, with-
out auditions. The Chamber Singers have
auditions every year and are “rather discrimi-
nating” in who they select, he said.

“There’s room for professional and ama-
teur groups,” he said. “Both can be wonderful.
But we are proud to be professionals.” O
