The North Central Arkansas
Concert Association brings its
second concert of the season to
Harrison. The 48-voice
Arkansas Chamber Singers
have performed the finest in
classical and contemporary
music for 18 years. Directed by
Professor John M. Erwin, the
Chamber Singers will present a
program of choral music from
the British Isles titled “My Spirit
Sang All Day."

Professor Erwin, from the
University of Central Arkansas,
has been director of the
Arkansas Chamber Singers
since October, 1999. At UCA he
is Director of Choral
Activities/Associate Professor of
Music. The UCA Concert Choir
and the UCA Chamber Singers
have each earned national and
international recognition for their
excellence. In addition,
Professor Erwin is a national
leader in the standards and

reperioire for colleges and uni-
versities.

Erwin was raised and educat-
ed in Arkansas, earning a
Bachelor of Music Education
from Arkansas State University
in 1866, where he was named
QOutstanding Graduate of the
University. He received his
Master of Music Education from
that university in 1968. Studies
at other institutions include
A.B.D. for Doctor of Musical Arts
from the University of Illinois
and graduate work at the
University of Missouri--Kansas
City. Erwin also studied with
Robert Shaw, Frieder Bernius,
Helmuth Rilling, Harold Decker,
Weston Noble, Alfred Skoog
and Howard Swan. The pro-
gram of "Choral Music from the
British Isles” was challenging
and difficult for Erwin to develop
because of the vast amount of
excellent choral literature and
the many choral composers of

the highest caliber. Because of
his position as the “Father of
British Choral Music” during the
renaissance, the composer
William Byrd is the first musician
presented, Other composers
represented are: baroque com-
poser John Blow, Sir Charles
Villiers Stanford, Benjamin
Britten, John Tavener, Gerald
Finzi, Ralph Vaughn Williams,
and Gilbert and Sullivan, These
composers represent the musi-
cal styles of the renaissance all
the way through the contempo-
rary period of today.

One portion of this concert
consists of five Irish folk song
arrangements that run the
gamut of emotion reflecting the
condition of Ireland over the
centuries. From the powerful
Johnny | Hardly Knew Ye, the
gripping, bittersweet Has
Sarrow Thy Young Days
Shaded, the Irish penchant for
expression in song in Sing,
Sing, and the playful and flirta-

tious Come All and Tell My Ma,
we are able to view a broad
range of emation and better
understand the complicated
Irish psyche.

The concert closes with a set of
songs from Gilbert and Sullivan,
perhaps the most famous and
successful light opera com-
posers of their time. Featured
are selections from The Pirates
of Penzance, The Mikado,
H.M.S Pinafore, and The
Gondoliers,
